“Ranchera” refers to music from rural Mexico, from
small towns and ranches. The lyrics appeal to common
people. This is music that everybody participates in—
everyone sings!
“Valseada” means “waltz-like” in Spanish.

Key Signature - G Major has this key signa-
ture. Every F is played as F-sharp.

Time Signature - The “3” means that there
are three beats in each measure. The “4”
means that the quarter note receives the beat.

Allegro is a tempo indication that means to
play fast.

Forte - Loud.

The huapango, also called the son huasteco, is like the
son jarocho in that it comes from a region of Mexico
far from the one that produced mariachi music. The
huapango was originally played by a trio of one violin,
one jarana, and one huapanguera (different types of
guitars). It is still played in its original form in Mexico's
Huasteca region.
