Mariachis considered the bolero very controversial
when it first came to Mexico from Cuba in the 1940s,
but this dance form was accepted by the public and
quickly became a favorite type of song for Mexican
composers.

The bolero traditionally has more sohpisticated har-
monies than many other types of mariachi songs.
These harmonies add to its beauty. The steady eighth
note rhythm in the armonia instruments serves as a
back-drop for the expressive “tempo rubato” in the
melody. Be flexible with rhythm when singing or play-
ing the melody but never lose track of the meter.

Key Signature - B Major has this key
signature.
